11 Invitation to Proponents

This Request for Proposals (the “RFP”) is an invitation by the Government of Bermuda (the
“Government”) to prospective proponents to submit proposals for Technical Consultant for
Integrated Resource Plan Evaluation, as further described in Section A of the RFP Particulars
(Appendix D) (the “Deliverables”).

The Department of Energy (‘the Department’) seeks proposals from qualified engineering
consultants to provide technical assistance with the development of the Department's response
to the Regulatory Authority's proposed Integrated Resource Plan (IRP), published
on Wednesday, May 2nd, 2018. The successful proponent will review the IRP in the context of
the National Electricity Policy published in 2015, and provide advice and guidance to the
Department within that framework, with critical examination of assumptions made in the IRP,
solutions provided, and suggestions for more suitable solutions if appropriate. The Department
seeks to provide comment to the Regulatory Authority on the alignment of the proposed IRP with
Government policy by July 2nd, 2018, using this report as the basis of its comments and
recommendations. Key deliverables will be weekly meetings with the Department's project
manager, and a written report provided by June 19th.

1.3 Type of Contract for Deliverables

The selected proponent will be required to enter into an agreement with the Government for the
provision of the Deliverables in the form attached as Appendix A to the RFP (the “Agreement”). It
is the Government'’s intention to enter into the Agreement with only one (1) legal entity. The term
of the Agreement is to be for a period of Six months, with an option in favour of the Government
to extend the Agreement terms and conditions acceptable to the Government and the selected
proponent for an additional term of up to 30 days.
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Joint submissions are acceptable however if a joint submission is made, the submission must
clearly indicate which party will act as the prime contractor.

1.5.2 Proposals to be Submitted on Time

Proposals must be submitted at the location set out above on or before the Submission Deadline.
Proposals submitted after the Submission Deadline will be rejected. Onus and responsibility rest
solely with the proponent to deliver its proposal to the exact location (including floor, if applicable)
indicated in the RFP on or before the Submission Deadline. The Government does not accept
any responsibility for submissions delivered to any other location by the proponent or its delivery
agents. Proponents are advised to make submissions well before the deadline. Proponents
making submissions near the deadline do so at their own risk.

1.5.3 Proposals to be Submitted in Prescribed Format

Proponents shall submit at minimum 1 original signed hard copies of their proposal or one (1)
electronic copy (e-copy) in Microsoft Word or Adobe PDF format. If both a hard copy and e-copy
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of the proposal are submitted and there is a conflict or inconsistency between the hard copy and
the e-copy of the proposal, the hard copy of the proposal will prevail. Proposals should be
submitted in a sealed package and prominently marked with the RFP title and number (see RFP
cover) and will not be opened until Monday, May 21, 2018 03:00:00 PM. The full legal name and
return address of the proponent should be marked on the package as well.

1.5.4 Amendment of Proposals

Proponents may amend their proposals prior to the Submission Deadline by submitting the
amendment in a sealed package prominently marked with the RFP title and number and the full
legal name and return address of the proponent to the location set out above. Any amendment
should clearly indicate which part of the proposal the amendment is intended to amend or replace.

1.5.5 Withdrawal of Proposals

Proponents may withdraw their proposals prior to the Submission Deadline. To withdraw a
proposal, a notice of withdrawal must be sent to the RFP Contact prior to the Submission Deadline
and must be signed by an authorized representative of the proponent. The Government is under
no obligation to return withdrawn proposals.

1.5.6 Proposals Irrevocable after Submission Deadline

Proposals shall be irrevocable for a period of 90 calendar days running from the moment that the
Submission Deadline passes.

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PART 2 - EVALUATION AND AWARD

2.1 Stages of Evaluation
The Government will conduct the evaluation of proposals in the following stages:
2.2 Stage | — Mandatory Submission Requirements

Stage | will consist of a review to determine which proposals comply with all of the mandatory
submission requirements. Proposals that do not comply with all of the mandatory submission
requirements as of the Submission Deadline will, subject to the express and implied rights of the
Government, be rejected. The mandatory submission requirements are listed in Section C of the
RFP Particulars (Appendix D).

2.2.1 No Amendment to Forms

Other than inserting the information requested on the mandatory submission forms set out in the
RFP, a proponent may not make any changes to any of the forms. Any proposal containing any
such changes, whether on the face of the form or elsewhere in the proposal, may be disqualified.

2.3 Stage Il — Evaluation
Stage Il will consist of the following two sub-stages:
2.3.1 Mandatory Technical Requirements

The Government will review the proposals to determine whether the mandatory technical
requirements as set out in Section D of the RFP Particulars (Appendix D) have been met.
Proposals that do not comply with all of the mandatory technical requirements will, subject to the
express and implied rights of the Government, be disqualified and not evaluated further.

2.3.2 Rated Criteria

The Government will evaluate each qualified proposal on the basis of the non-price rated criteria
as set out in Section F of the RFP Particulars (Appendix D).

2.4 Stage Ill = Pricing

Stage Il will consist of a scoring of the submitted pricing of each qualified proposal in accordance
with the price evaluation method set out in Pricing (Appendix C). The evaluation of price will be
undertaken after the evaluation of mandatory requirements and rated criteria has been completed.

2.5 Selection of Top-Ranked Proponent

After the completion of Stage lll, all scores from Stage Il and Stage 11l will be added together and
proponents will be ranked based on their total scores. Subject to the reserved rights of the
Government, the top-ranked proponent will be selected to enter into the Agreement in accordance
with the following section. In the event of a tie, the selected proponent will be the proponent
selected by way of lowest price.
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2.6 Notice to Proponent and Execution of Agreement

Notice of selection by the Government to the selected proponent shall be given in writing. The
selected proponent shall execute the Agreement in the form attached as Appendix A to this RFP
and satisfy any other applicable conditions of this RFP, including the pre-conditions of award
listed in Section E of the RFP Particulars (Appendix D), within fifteen (15) days of notice of
selection. This provision is solely for the benefit of the Government and may be waived by the
Government.

2.7 Failure to Enter into Agreement

In addition to all of the Government’s other remedies, if a selected proponent fails to execute the
Agreement or satisfy any applicable conditions within fifteen (15) days of notice of selection, the
Government may, without incurring any liability, withdraw the selection of that proponent and
proceed with the selection of another proponent.

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PART 3 — TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE RFP PROCESS

3.1 General Information and Instructions

3.1.1 Proponents to Follow Instructions

Proponents should structure their proposals in accordance with the instructions in this RFP.
Where information is requested in this RFP, any response made in a proposal should reference
the applicable section numbers of this RFP.

3.1.2 Proposalsin English

All proposals must be written in the English language only.

3.1.3 No Incorporation by Reference

The entire content of the proponent’s proposal should be submitted in a fixed form, and the
content of websites or other external documents referred to in the proponent’s proposal but not
attached will not be considered to form part of its proposal.

3.1.4 References and Past Performance

In the evaluation process, the Government may include information provided by the proponent’s
referees and may also consider the proponent’s past performance or conduct on previous
contracts with the Government or other institutions.

3.1.5 Information in RFP Only an Estimate

The Government and its advisers make no representation, warranty or guarantee as to the
accuracy of the information and empirical data contained in this RFP or issued by way of addenda.
Any quantities shown or data contained in this RFP or provided by way of addenda are estimates
only, and are for the sole purpose of indicating to proponents the general scale and scope of the
Deliverables. It is the proponent’s responsibility to obtain all the information necessary to prepare
a proposal in response to this RFP.

3.1.6 Proponents to Bear Their Own Costs

The proponent will bear all costs associated with or incurred in the preparation and presentation
of its proposal, including, if applicable, costs incurred for interviews, travel or demonstrations.

3.1.7 Proposal to be Retained by the Government

The Government will not return the proposal or any accompanying documentation submitted by
a proponent.

3.1.8 No Guarantee of Volume of Work or Exclusivity of Contract

The Government makes no guarantee of the value or volume of work to be assigned to the
successful proponent. The Agreement will not be an exclusive contract for the provision of the
described Deliverables. The Government may contract with others for goods and services the
same as or similar to the Deliverables or may obtain such goods and services internally.
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3.1.9 Equivalency

When proprietary names, brands, catalogues or reference numbers are specified in the
Deliverables, they are intended to set a minimum standard, and preference for any particular
material or equipment is not intended. The proponent may offer material or equipment of similar
characteristics, type, quality, appearance, finish, method of construction and performance and if
doing so must disclose any difference in the characteristics, type, quality, appearance, finish,
method of construction or performance of the material or equipment.

3.2 Communication after Issuance of RFP

3.2.1 Proponents to Review RFP

Proponents shall promptly examine all of the documents comprising this RFP, and
(a) shall report any errors, omissions or ambiguities; and

(b) may direct questions or seek additional information

in writing by email to the RFP Contact on or before the Deadline for Questions. All questions or
comments submitted by proponents by email to the RFP Contact shall be deemed to be received
once the email has entered into the RFP Contact’s email inbox. No such communications are to
be directed to anyone other than the RFP Contact. The Government is under no obligation to
provide additional information, and the Government shall not be responsible for any information
provided by or obtained from any source other than the RFP Contact. It is the responsibility of the
proponent to seek clarification from the RFP Contact on any matter it considers to be unclear.
The Government shall not be responsible for any misunderstanding on the part of the proponent
concerning this RFP or its process.

3.2.2 All New Information to Proponents by Way of Addenda

This RFP may be amended only by addendum in accordance with this section. If the Government,
for any reason, determines that it is necessary to provide additional information relating to this
RFP, such information will be communicated to all proponents by addendum. All addenda will be
published online at https://www.gov.bm/procurement-notices. Each addendum forms an integral
part of this RFP and may contain important information, including significant changes to this RFP.
Proponents are responsible for obtaining all addenda issued by the Government. In the
Submission Form (Appendix B), proponents should confirm their receipt of all addenda by setting
out the number of each addendum in the space provided.

3.2.3 Post-Deadline Addenda and Extension of Submission Deadline

If the Government determines that it is necessary to issue an addendum after the Deadline for
Issuing Addenda, the Government may extend the Submission Deadline.

3.2.4 Verify and Clarify

When evaluating proposals, the Government may request further information from the proponent
or third parties in order to verify or clarify the information provided in the proponent’s proposal.
The information may include, without limitation, clarification with respect to whether a response
meets the mandatory technical requirements set out in Section D of the RFP Particulars
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(Appendix D). The response received by the Government shall, if accepted by the Government,
form an integral part of the proponent’s proposal.

3.3 Notification and Debriefing
3.3.1 Notification to Other Proponents

Once the Agreement is executed by the Government and a proponent, the other proponents may
be notified directly in writing of the outcome of the procurement process.

3.3.2 Debriefing

Proponents may request a debriefing after receipt of a notification of the outcome of the
procurement process. All requests must be in writing to the RFP Contact and must be made within
sixty (60) days of such natification.

3.3.3 Procurement Protest Procedure

If a proponent wishes to challenge the RFP process, it should provide written notice to the RFP
Contact in accordance with the Government’s Procurement Protest procedures. The notice must
provide detailed explanation of the proponent's concern with the procurement process or its
outcome.

34 Conflict of Interest and Prohibited Conduct
3.4.1 Conflict of Interest

For the purposes of this RFP, the term “Conflict of Interest” includes, but is not limited to, any
situation or circumstance where:

@ in relation to the RFP process, the proponent has an unfair advantage or engages in
conduct, directly or indirectly, that may give it an unfair advantage, including but not limited
to (i) having, or having access to, confidential information of the Government in the
preparation of its proposal that is not available to other proponents, (i) communicating
with any person with a view to influencing preferred treatment in the RFP process
(including but not limited to the lobbying of decision makers involved in the RFP process),
or (iii) engaging in conduct that compromises, or could be seen to compromise, the
integrity of the open and competitive RFP process or render that process non-competitive
or unfair; or

(b) in relation to the performance of its contractual obligations contemplated under a contract
for the Deliverables, the proponent’s other commitments, relationships or financial
interests (i) could, or could be seen to, exercise an improper influence over the objective,
unbiased and impartial exercise of its independent judgement, or (ii) could, or could be
seen to, compromise, impair or be incompatible with the effective performance of its
contractual obligations.
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3.4.2 Disqualification for Conflict of Interest

The Government may disqualify a proponent for any conduct, situation or circumstances,
determined by the Government, in its sole and absolute discretion, to constitute a Conflict of
Interest as defined above.

3.4.3 Disqualification for Prohibited Conduct

The Government may disqualify a proponent, rescind a notice of selection or terminate a contract
subsequently entered into if the Government determines that the proponent has engaged in any
conduct prohibited by this RFP.

3.4.4 Prohibited Proponent Communications

Proponents must not engage in any communications that could constitute a Conflict of Interest
and should take note of the Conflict of Interest declaration set out in the Submission Form
(Appendix B).

3.4.5 Proponent Not to Communicate with Media

Proponents must not at any time directly or indirectly communicate with the media in relation to
this RFP or any agreement entered into pursuant to this RFP without first obtaining the written
permission of the RFP Contact.

3.4.6 No Lobbying

Proponents shall not in relation to this RFP or the evaluation and selection process, engage
directly or indirectly in any form of political action or other activity whatsoever to influence or
attempt to influence Parliament, the Government, or to influence or attempt to influence any
legislative or regulatory action, in the selection or evaluation of any proponent.

3.4.7 lllegal or Unethical Conduct

Proponents must not engage in any illegal business practices, including activities such as bid-
rigging, price-fixing, bribery, fraud, coercion or collusion. Proponents must not engage in any
unethical conduct, including lobbying, as described above, or other inappropriate
communications; offering gifts to any employees, officers, agents, elected or appointed officials
or other representatives of the Government; deceitfulness; submitting proposals containing
misrepresentations or other misleading or inaccurate information; or any other conduct that
compromises or may be seen to compromise the competitive process provided for in this RFP.

3.4.8 Past Performance or Past Conduct

The Government may prohibit a supplier from participating in a procurement process based on
past performance or based on inappropriate conduct in a prior procurement process, including
but not limited to the following:

(a) illegal or unethical conduct as described above;

(b) the refusal of the supplier to honour its submitted pricing or other commitments; or
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(© any conduct, situation or circumstance determined by the Government, in its sole and
absolute discretion, to have constituted an undisclosed Conflict of Interest.

3.4.9 No Collusion

Proponents must not engage in any collusion and must sign the certificate as set out in the
Certificate of Confirmation of Non-Collusion (Appendix E).

3.5 Confidential Information
3.5.1 Confidential Information of the Government

All information provided by or obtained from the Government in any form in connection with this
RFP either before or after the issuance of this RFP

(@ is the sole property of the Government and must be treated as confidential;

(b) is not to be used for any purpose other than replying to this RFP and the performance of
any subsequent contract for the Deliverables;

(© must not be disclosed without prior written authorization from the Government; and

(d) must be returned by the proponent to the Government immediately upon the request of
the Government.

3.5.2 Confidential Information of Proponent

A proponent should identify any information in its proposal or any accompanying documentation
supplied in confidence for which confidentiality is to be maintained by the Government. The
confidentiality of such information will be maintained by the Government, except as otherwise
required by the Public Access to Information Act 2010 or by order of a court or tribunal.
Proponents are advised that their proposals will, as necessary, be disclosed on a confidential
basis to advisers retained by the Government to advise or assist with the RFP process, including
the evaluation of proposals. If a proponent has any questions about the collection and use of
personal information pursuant to this RFP, questions are to be submitted to the RFP Contact.

3.6 Reserved Rights and Limitation of Liability
3.6.1 Reserved Rights of the Government

The Government reserves the right to

(a) make public the names of any or all proponents;

(b) make changes, including substantial changes, to this RFP provided that those changes
are issued by way of addendum in the manner set out in this RFP;

(©) request written clarification or the submission of supplementary written information in
relation to the clarification request from any proponent and incorporate a proponent’s
response to that request for clarification into the proponent’s proposal;

3.6.2 Limitation of Liability

In order to assit
the Government in the comparision of financial proposals, the financial proposal will include a
breakdown of this lump sum amount (including number of anticipated working hours).

The maximum number of points assigned to the financial proposal is allocated to the lowest price
proposal. All other price proposals receive points in inverse proportion. The point’s allotment will
be calculated based in accordance with the following formula.

Maximum number of Points X (Lowest Price Proposal/ Price of the proposal evaluated)= Scored
Points e.g. 40 points x (150/200) = 30 points

In addition to any rights to verify, clarify and supplement,

(@) The Government will examine the responses to determine whether they are complete,
whether any computational errors have been made, whether the documents have been
properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in order.

(b)  Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis:
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(i) Where there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is
obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the
total price shall be corrected.
